GPA of 3.50 from a university or istitution accredited by the Commission on Higher Education
{60 credits for Ph.D.).

1.2 Plan 2 (2.2) for a scholarship applicant who has earned a Bachelor’s degree with a minimum
GPA of 2.75 from a university or institution accredited by the Commission on Higher Education
(81 credits for MS. and Ph.D.).

1.3 All applicants (except under condition 1.4 below) must submit a test score from either the
Test of English as a Foreign Language (TOEFL), or The International English Language Testing System
(IELTS). The minimuwm TOEFL score is 550 (paper-based), 213 (computer-based), or 79 (Internet-based),
or IELTS score of at least 6.0 obtained within two years prior to the application deadline is required.

1.4 There is an exception of the English test score for an applicant who is native English
speaker, or has obtained Bachclor’s and/or Master’s degree from an international academic institution
where English is a medium of instruction and graduated within the past three ycars prior to the application

submitted date.
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2. General Applicant Qualifications

2.1 Plan 2 (2.1) for a general applicant who has caﬁ\ed a Master’s degree with a minimum GPA of
3.25 from a university or institution accredited by the Commission on Higher Education (60 credits for Ph.D.).

2.2 Plan 2 (2.2) for a gencral applicant who has earncd a Bachelor’s degree with a minimum GPA
of 2.50 from a university or institution accredited by the Commission on Higher Education (81 credits for
MS. and Ph.D.).

2.3 Al applicants (except under condition 2.4 below) must submit a test score from either the
Test of English as a Foreign Language (TOEFL), or The Intermational English Language Testing System
(IFLTS). The minimum TOEFL score is 550 (paper-based), 213 (computer-based), or 79 (Internet-based),
or IELTS score of at jeast 6.0 obtained within two years prior to the application deadline is required.
Note: TOEFL test score of 500 for paper-based test, 173 for computer-based test, 61 for internet-based
test, IELTS test score of 5.0, or equivalence can be submitted under the condition to take and pass at least
two English classes required at the School of Language and Communication, NIDA, and to submit the
minimum TOEFL of 530 (paper-based), 193 (computer-based), 69 (Internet-based), or IELTS score of at
least 5.5 before graduation.

2.4 There is an exception of the English test score for an applicant who is native English speaker,
or has obtained Bachelor’s and/or Master’s degree from an international academic institution where
English is a medium of instruction and graduated within the past three years prior to the application

submitted date.
